Directions 
Take I-95 to Pittsfield (exit 38) and turn right onto 
Somerset Ave.  Continue past shopping center until 
you get to a 4-way intersection (there is no light 
here), there will be a church on your right, turn left 
(the river will be on your right).  This is Route 152.  
Follow 152 until you get to a 4-way intersection with 
a flashing light (about 3-4 miles).   

To Palmyra Preschool:  Take a right at this intersec-
tion.  Continue to the next blinking light.  School is 
on the right.  

To Hartland Preschool:  Go straight  through inter-
section to Hartland (3-4 miles), take a right.  Go to 
gazebo on right turn right onto Route 151.  School 
approximately 1/10 mile on the left.
